This did not adequately meet the learning outcomes or assessment criteria and it appeared that the assessment tool had not been IVd prior to use.  This was discussed with the centre concerned and remedial action agreed after the previous standardisation event in April but was used again at this event to illustrate the issues raised.  There was discussion about the wording of some assessment criteria in particular 2.1 and it was recommended to the business development manager present that this be revised by the SSC responsible.

Excellent assessment workbook which is clearly mapped to the learning outcomes and assessment criteria.  Clear evidence of internal verification however lack of tutor - learner feedback noted.
