	Sample A- Level 1 Basic Rock Climbing (MH21CY001) 6 credits
1. Assessor statements were used to evidence that the learner had met a large amount of the assessment criteria (AC). These statements are pre-printed and are not specific to the learner. Assessor statements should detail how the learner performed in the observation and how they met the AC.

2. Delegates suggested that alternative evidence could have been used i.e. video recording or photographic evidence.

3. Assessor feedback is very limited in detail and is not specific to the learner.

4. AC 3.1. ‘Demonstrate methods of moving...’ has not been met as written evidence is used to meet this criterion. This must be met using a statement, observation, video or photograph to evidence that a practical demonstration took place.

5. Delegates questioned the sufficiency of the evidence to meet a 6 credit unit.

6. Delegates agreed that this evidence does not meet the AC for the unit.

Sample B- Level 1 Introduction to Canoeing (MC61CY002) and Level 1 Introduction to Kayaking (MC61CY005) 3 credits each
1. These units were taught concurrently and the evidence used and cross referenced to meet the AC for both units.

2. Observation record has been pre-printed and is not specific to the learner.

3. AC 2.2 not met for both units.

4. Assessor feedback is very generic and limited in detail.

5. IV process has not identified the shortcomings with this piece of evidence.

6. Delegates agreed that the evidence does not meet the AC for this unit.

Sample C- Level 2 Construction of a Basic Wooden Shelter (MA82CY001) 3 credits
1. No evidence available for the group discussion or question and answer to meet AC 1.1 as outlined on the cross-referencing sheet.

2. Photographs include pre-printed annotations. The photographs would benefit from including an authentic annotation explaining what is taking place in the photograph to meet the AC.

3. Evidence is cross-referenced clearly to the AC.

4. Formative feedback from the assessor is very limited in detail.

5. IV documentation is sufficient

6. Delegates agreed that the evidence meets the AC for the unit.

Sample D- Level 2 Basketball (MG32WE001) 3 credits
1. Formative feedback from the assessor is detailed and specific to the task.

2. Observation form is very limited in detail and is not specific to the individual learner and how they performed in the observed task.

3. Delegates agreed that the evidence meets the AC for this unit.

1. Photographs include pre-printed annotations that are not specific to the individual learner.

2. Formative feedback from the assessor is very limited in detail.

Sample D- Level 2 Basketball (MG32WE001) 3 credits
1. Observation form is very limited in detail and is not specific to the individual learner and how they performed in the observed task.
