ISSUES TO BE ADDRESSED:


1	IV feedback includes comments on overall grade given not the decisions for individual grade descriptors.  


2	Assessment criteria not transferred in full from Agored units to grading documentation; addressed by college


3	Grade descriptor indicative content transferred incorrectly from QAA guidance to grading documentation; addressed by college 


4.	Unit numbers not always included in documentation


5.	Grading comments not always included; general tutor feedback given


6.	Grade descriptors linked to tasks not always clearly identified.


7.	Some grades awarded questioned


8.	Internal standardisation has identified inconsistent grading between tutors. Tutor response has required that the college address the matter. 


9.	For some extended writing, no signposting as to where the assessment criteria were met in the essay.
