New Qualifications

Agored Cymru is currently awaiting approval from Ofqual for two new qualifications relating to essential skills delivery. Both of these qualifications meet the requirements of the Adult Basic Skills Supporter/Teacher Training Programme (ABSSTTP). The component units are available on the web and learners can be registered against them. Guides for both qualifications will be available shortly.
Level 2 Supporting Adults and Young People in Essential Skills
This qualification was designed for those who come into contact with adults with literacy, numeracy or ESOL needs in either in a guiding or supporting role. Candidates will develop the skills needed to signpost learners to the most appropriate provision. Those working towards the full qualification will learn how to provide the best support to learners within any learning environment. The units for this qualification are now on the Agored Cymru website and available for registration
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For the full qualification, candidates will need to achieve the first 2 units plus either unit 3, 4 or 5. The qualification guide will give further details as well as supporting notes for trainers. Level 3 Certificate for Essential Skills Practitioners
The level 3 certificate for essential skills practitioners is the new qualification for those delivering literacy, numeracy and ESOL in a range of situations including Adult Community Learning (ACL), Work based Learning (WBL) and Further education (FE). The units required to achieve the ESOL, numeracy or literacy qualification are detailed in Figure 2 and these are now available on the Agored Cymru website.

We were also asked to produce family numeracy units which more closely focus on the development of the maths skills of the parent as well as the child’s. These units are currently in development and should be available for use later this year. 
New resources for young people:
Unitas and Agored Cymru have been working together to develop Level 1 accreditation for ‘The Space’ (design & construction) and ‘The Competition’ (sport), two new contextualised learning resources for young people. These resources are available to practitioners in Wales through the National Development Programme for Young People and can be accredited with our units:

Each pack, available from Unitas at http://cymru.unitas.uk.net contains a practitioner manual and resources section along with a learner diary or notebook. 
In ‘The Space’, learners plan, design and carry out a makeover of an existing space or build a scale model.  Whichever option is chosen they will go through the same processes in measuring, designing and costing their makeover.

‘The Competition’ challenges learners to plan, design and host a sports event.  Young people will develop the skills needed to run an actual competition or prepare a detailed presentation of their plans for a competition to be held at a future date.  
 Both provide a context for improving literacy and numeracy skills whilst engaging in practical activities.
