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ISSUES TO BE ADDRESSED:


Grade descriptors were not always contextualised. 





In one assessment the grade descriptors listed on the brief did not match those listed on the feedback sheet.





Statement stipulating whether drafts are permitted was absent from some assessment briefs. 





Issue date was absent from some assessment briefs.





Resubmission dates were absent from some assessment briefs.





Chosen grade descriptors were sometimes not appropriate. 





Assessment brief sometimes incomplete or absent.





Permitted word count absent from one assessment brief. This does not prepare learners well for progression to HE.





The standard of referencing was sometimes very poor. 





The standard of feedback to learners was sometimes poor.





Inconsitencies in grading practice evident in some samples.





 





GOOD PRACTICE TO BE SHARED:


Detailed marking and feedback to learners which encouraged learners to express ‘what this assessment means to you...’





Some assessments encourage broader reading





An emphasis on skills-building in some assessment.





High standard of feedback relating to grading. 





Clear relationship between the task and the assessment criteria.





Grade descriptors were clearly contextualised in some assessment briefs.
