Hi everyone

 As it is the beginning of a new academic year, I thought it would be good for you to have an update from me.

We have new Field Development Officers with MFL and Geography expertise, they will be working mainly with the schools but also, where required, will be available to work on resource development for the Post-16 curriculum. 

Contact has been made with all of the Music and Performing Arts contacts that some of you gave to me last year, thank you. I have asked for you to be kept informed when and if any meetings/presentations are arranged. Gethin Davies is our contact for Music and Performing Arts and he has made the direct contact.

During the last two weeks with completion over the next few weeks, I will be making contact, either directly or through some of you, with Heads of Department and Programme Area Managers. This is to make sure that they are all aware that we are available to visit programme teams to show them what is available from the site.

The cross-authentication of NGfL-Cymru and NLN is now complete. Registration to NGfL-Cymru and NLN is required, but once someone is logged in to NGfL-Cymru they only have to link the two accounts and they will then not be required to also log into NLN. 

There are a number of new resources on the site in the Post-16 area, some of them will be familiar to you but I have listed them all below anyway for clarification.

Medical Terminology – They allow students to improve their understanding of medical conditions, procedures and equipment, as well as providing a background to basic anatomy.

Office Administration Vocabulary – Covering levels 1 and 2, students can select which range of letters they wish to revise, or a random selection of 20 words. Students can then hear the word, used in context, and have to select the correct word from a choice of 4. Construction Resources – The Scottish construction resources are available and we are working to make them available without an additional login. In the interim period anyone wishing to use them will have to be set up as a user on their system, this will require individual email addresses to be sent to me. An email outlining this has been sent to individual Construction staff who attended the Fforwm construction conference earlier this year. Could you please make staff aware of this incase they did not attend the conference and are not aware of the resources. 

 NLN Welsh translations – There have been more units translated in the curriculum areas of Performing Arts, Environmental Management, Horticulture, Business Management and Office Studies, Travel & Tourism, Hairdressing & Beauty Therapies, Child Care, Health and Development.
