	Comments:
No unit was delivered by more than one provider, making direct comparisons impossible. 

The  evidence at the standardisation event was reviewed by a minimum of 4 non users of that unit, providing objectivity. Responses to the evidence and assessment tasks were consistent across the group of delegates reviewing it, both in the issues raised and in confirming good practice.
A range of assessment activity was reviewed: practical demonstration, written evidence, witness testimony; tutor observation; competence checklist.




2. Is there a clear difference between assessment tasks and evidence of achievement at different levels?

Units reviewed were at Levels Two and Three. The differences between levels is established less by the tasks themselves,  than the wording of the assessment criteria. Assessment activities were all  fit for purpose, valid and inclusive. Where issues were raised they were linked to the way in which the unit was constructed rather than the assessment task per se. 
Issues

Brief Intervention for Smoking: There was evidence of learning at a higher level than the unit was set at. 
Nurse Advisor: Safeguarding Children: Some witness testimony  evidence was not available at the standardisation. (The target group are call handlers and their practice is reviewed during and after calls.) Without it, or some personal reflection from the learner, it was difficult to see how ‘evaluation’ and level 3 could be evidenced.  
Maternity Information Systems: The initial assessment task (multiple choice) was not an effective assessment tool, but was supported by a second assessment: a completed booking form where the knowledge gained was applied. The multiple choice questions were thought to be over simple and ‘leading’, and therefore not evidence at level two.
Healthcare Support Worker Communication: The unit is poorly constructed and not in Unit Plus format. It is not possible for this unit to be accurately assessed in its current format, the vocabulary varies between level two and level three. The assessment tool developed reflects level two work.

Levels of achievement in BLS/First Aid. The BLS unit was rated at a higher level that First Aid. There was a useful discussion about the issue and what the level should be. (ISSUE for Agored First Aid reviewer.)

	Main Discussion Points:
The main points were:
· All participants were new to standardisation meetings, so they did not know what to expect. 

· Some evidence was not available (eg witness testimony, assessment tracking,  IV records). 

· E mails advertising the standardisation were sent out at the end of September, but not all participants had enough time to prepare.
· Agored Cymru was not able to prepare materials because they were not sent in advance

· Because of the historical nature of most of the assessed evidence, any shortcomings had since been addressed, so it was felt that a current picture was not being  presented

· A good opportunity to see a very wide range of provision from public health, health informatics, telephone health service provision, clinical practice and patient education programmes

· Queries about why the BLS unit was rated at a higher level that First Aid.

· EV present, and asking for more information about other Health EV’s; issue to be referred to quality team
Recommendations:

· Review the construction of the HSW Communications unit
· Review  the levels of BLS and First Aid units
