	Comments:  
The units in this sector area are often of the practical type and the assessment tasks are therefore of a practical nature. The assessment criteria were consistent across the units and the practical tasks set for the learners to meet the assessment tasks and learning outcomes were achievable and consistent.

The practical nature of the task set met the needs of all learners and a range of assessment methods were used to include all learners. The evidence was primarily tutor tracking but where appropriate photographs were available. The records of assessment achievement were consistent, reliable and authentic.
The assessment criteria encountered  was correctly mapped to the learning outcomes.




2. Is there a clear difference between assessment tasks and evidence of achievement at different levels?

	Comments: 
The units encountered were at entry and level 1. The unit XS5E3CY001 (Entry Level) and  XS11WN009 (Level1) were too similar in assessment criteria requirements. However XS11WN009 has more learning outcomes and assessment criteria it has the same number of credits. 
Recommendation: The 2 above units should be at the same level but not the same level of credits.
However through discussion it was agreed that in general terms there was a clear difference of assessment tasks and evidence at differing levels.

The centres expressed an interest to be involved with the library review to ensure that local and nation qualification units are at appropriate levels and credits.



6. Chair's Comment 

	Main Discussion Points:
Good practice: 

Goals and Achievements: Estyn reports have suggested that they want to see Goals and Achievements as part of the learner portfolios.
Unit updating: Discussion took place on the need for some units to be updated to take into consideration changes in technology.
Good Practice: The use of a witness status list to ensure that learners can only get assessment criteria/tasks signed off by appropriate tutors.
Good Practice: The use of a Job Report as used in the industry as evidence of a task or number of tasks being completed.

Use of photographs/video as evidence: Photographs were demonstrated as a source of evidence; however the centers represented commented that many learners are fearful of personal photographs and it was generally felt that tutor tracking should be the main source of evidence. Issues were also raised over the authenticity of photographs as they can easily be staged for the camera. Video as evidence was felt not to be appropriate in  workshop environment and the general cohort of learners that are fearful of photographs would also be fearful of video.
Standardization of Agored Cymru forms:  Discussion took place on if Agored Cymru should make the use of a standard set of forms to include tracking, assessment, and internal verification mandatory.
Recommendations:

Learners work should always be cross referenced to the assessment criteria and that a tracking sheet should always be available to the learner to identify progress through a unit or number of units.
That for practical units Agored Cymru agrees that tutor witness statements and tutor tracking sheets continue to be a major source of authentic evidence..  

A health and safety unit should always be included in a learner’s programme where hand,  power tools and/or a workshop environment is part of the delivery.
A witness status list is maintained to ensure the reliability and authenticity of witness statements.
That Agored Cymru should consider mandatory standardized forms to cover all aspects assessment and internal verification.
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
